· Anyone with coughs and sneezes should refrain from handshaking during the Peace and should receive Communion in one kind (i.e. the bread) only.
· Intinction (i.e. dipping the bread in the wine) is not an alternative because the practice is unhygienic and increases the risk of spreading infection.
· Hand-sanitisers should be made available for congregational use.
· Before handling the elements, Priests presiding at the Eucharist and Eucharistic Assistants should wash their hands, preferably with an alcohol-based hand-sanitiser.
Bishop David makes the point that these things represent best practice and should be followed anyway.

· Magazine: Starting in April, we’ll be including a children’s section in our Parish Magazine. We’d like to include a colourful picture on the front page each month, so if any of or younger members enjoy colouring in, why not grab a picture from near the font, do your best and put it in the 'Little Fishes' box at the back of Church.
